CAMP RULES & PACKING INFORMATION:
We have five simple rules that we all live by at Camp to make sure that camps are fun, safe

1. Be where you're supposed to be when you're supposed to be there.
All meals, meetings and activities are mandatory. Campers must stay within the camp
boundaries at all times.
